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UX Design Awards 2022: Winners Announced

The winners of the UX Design Awards – Autumn 2022 were announced during a virtual ceremony today. The “UX Design Award | Gold” goes to two projects: “NOW! Endava Carpooling Program” and “rewet/peat:lab – peatland monitoring made easy” by Milan Bergheim of weissensee kunsthochschule berlin. Meanwhile, the next Call for Entries has been launched. The first #UXDA23 competition is open for submissions until 30 November.

Berlin, 1 September 2022 – More than 400 submissions from 48 countries were submitted for the UX Design Awards Autumn campaign 2022. One hundred twenty-four of these were nominated to compete in the Awards. Among these, the #UXDA22 jury determined eighteen winners. Two projects were honored with a Gold award; one received a special mention. All winners are presented in detail in an online exhibition on the UX Design Awards website.

UX Design Award | Gold 2022
The UX Design Awards honor each competition’s “best of the best“ with the Gold-Award. This time, the jury chose two projects for this particular distinction: 

· Concept: NOW! Endava Carpooling Program“ by Endava: The NOW! Endava Carpooling app offers more than 10,000 employees a smarter way to commute to work. It connects with co-workers living nearby, lessens traffic congestion during peak hours, reduces people’s environmental footprint, and frees up parking. The jury was particularly impressed by the solution’s well-structured UI and the dedicated in-car, online, mobile, and wearable functions, making the app enjoyable and easy to use for drivers and passengers alike.

· New Talent: rewet/peat:lab – peatland monitoring made easy” by Milan Bergheim of weissensee kunsthochschule berlin: Peat:lab is a measuring device that simplifies comprehensive peatland monitoring and thus aims to accelerate the rewetting of peatlands. The jury praised it as “a great example of how technology and services can empower people through a holistic approach that also simplifies access to vital funding information.
